Suggested Agenda

Since this activity has 4 crafts I’ve gone a bit light on the games.

1. You can copy pintables or coloring sheets for kids who arrive early.  There are selections for each holiday in your packet.

2. Begin by introducing each holiday, go through the words and pictures to familiarize kids with all the events.

3. After the words and pictures it might be fun to go back and revisit the real things (menorah, kinara, mistletoe, holly etc.)  That way they can do some guessing.

4. The one common thing in all the winter holidays is that they all encompass light.  From the oldest holiday, Solstice to the newest Kwanzaa. 

5. Read a story or two.  Latke the Lucky Dog is good.  I also like the written story under solstice which is an old Cherokee creation tale.  Just choose the ones you like best.              

6. Start on the crafts. It doesn’t matter which one is easiest or the one you want to start with first.  

7. The Kwanzaa Candle is the most difficult because kids don’t learn to do that twisting anymore.  But it is easier enough with a simple demonstration.

8. The Solstice Sun Hanging takes the longest because you need to string on all the beads.

9. Christmas Lights is just coloring.
10. The menorah is a kit with all the parts precut.  

11. The dreidel game in included so you can play that if you like.

12. When all are done, thank kids for coming and wish them a happy holiday whichever they celebrate.
